He was born Oct. 10, 1980, in Oceanside, Calif. Erberich earned his
Graduation Equivadency Diplomain 1998 from Boise State University in
Boise, Idaho. He then received his Associates of Applied Science
Degree in Electronics Engineering Technology fromthe ITT, alsoin
Boise.

Erberich enlisted in the Army Jan. 3, 2001, as a helicopter repairman. After completing basic training at
Fort Leonard Wood, Mo., and advanced individua training at Fort Eustis, Va,, he was assigned to the
160th Specia Operations Aviation Training Company in August 2001. Upon completion of the Basic
Mission Qualification Course, Erberich was assigned to the 3rd Battdion, 160th Speciad Operations
Aviation Regiment (Airborne), Hunter Army Airfield, Ga., where he served as a helicopter repairman and
then a MH-47D flight engineer.

A severtrtime veteran of the Globa War on Terrorism, Erberich deployed six timesin support of Operation
Iragi Freedom and once to Operation Enduring Freedom in Afghanistan.

Erberich’s military training includes the Warrior Leader Course, Survival Evade Resist Escape Course, the
Basic Mission Quadlification Course and the Heavy Helicopter Repairman Course.
